○​ Must fulfill a minimum GPA requirement of 3.0 
○​ Must fulfill 50 hours of community service or volunteer hours in the Hawaiʻi community 

(i.e. healthcare clinics, sporting events, small businesses, beach clean ups)  
○​ Must be currently participating as a team member on at least one sports team for the past 

2 years (can be recent elementary school, high school or club league) 
○​ Must have at least 2 letters of recommendation, 1 from an academic influence and 1 from 

a sports influence 
○​ Must complete the 3 Essay Questions

○​ Must be able to perform an in-person interview if requested
